We are in a time when many seem to live with deep anger, much of which may
come from fear generated by a sense of loss of control over our lives. We
struggle to control the economy, our borders, the spread of disease, the
violence in our cities and on our roads. Places once deemed safe—our schools,
stores, and churches—have been invaded by violence. Ironically, those who
feel most threatened by violence tend to turn to violence as a solution. Do the
scripture readings on this feast of Pentecost offer any hint of light as to how we
might move forward? 

Saint Paul’s Letter to the Romans contrasts living in the flesh with living in the
spirit that has been given to us. To “live in the flesh” is Paul’s code word for
living by our baser instincts—lust for power, revenge, and pleasure; anger;
greed—all of which focus on ourselves. By contrast, to live in the spirit is to
respond not from our baser instincts but rather to choose a more noble path,
to take the high road, to care for the common good.  For Paul, living in the flesh
is a dead end, unable to bring us to life now or in the hereafter. To live in the
spirit is to live in God, already in this life. Thus, Paul cautions that we not “fall
back into fear,” something that arises from our preoccupation with the flesh.

Good for your friend. A robust spiritual practice is a real grace from God. At the same time, it seems that a gentle reminder,
albeit a respectful one, to your friend might include the wisdom of St. Paul. In 1 Corinthians, Paul cautions that the person who
speaks in tongues must ask for interpretation of what is spoken so that it may be confirmed. There is real wisdom offered here. It
is also helpful to remember that in the Christian understanding of supernatural gifts, such gifts are not intended solely for the
individual person but always for the well-being of the community and the common good (1 Cor 12:7). Keeping this integrated
and balanced understanding as an essential component of the manifestation of the charismatic gifts of the Holy Spirit will only
lead to good and to a more powerful experience of God’s grace and life. In the Christian life, it is never about just the individual,
but always inclusive of the experience of our brothers and sisters in Christ.              ● Fr.

Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of the Church - Feast Day is June 9th. This
feast, which commemorates Mary's role as spiritual Mother of the
Church, is celebrated every year on the Monday following Pentecost
Sunday. Pope St. Paul VI officially declared her as Mother of the Church
in 1964 and then Pope Francis instituted this feast in 2018 by adding it
to the General Roman Calendar. Emphasis is on her presence at
Pentecost with the Apostles, as they received the Holy Spirit while

St. Barnabas - Feast Day is June 11 . This 1st c. Christian convert,
formerly a Jew from Cypress, was named Joseph at birth. Although he
wasn't one of the 12 Apostles, he became one of the most prominent
Christian disciples in Jerusalem and had followed Jesus in his public
ministry. He is best known for his role in the early Church as a generous
giver, who sold his land and gave the proceeds to the Church. He was
also a staunch supporter of St. Paul by accompanying him on
missionary journeys and helping him get integrated into the Church

St. Anthony of Padua - Feast Day is June 13 . Named Fernando at
Baptism, this 13th c. saint was a Franciscan OFM friar and priest born in
Portugal, but died in Padua, Italy. He was raised by a wealthy family in
Lisbon and entered the Augustian Order before joining the Franciscans in
1220. It was at the Franciscan hermitage that he changed his name to
Anthony in honor of St. Anthony the Great. He is best known for his
powerful preaching, expert knowledge of scripture, and his undying love
and devotion to the the poor and sick. Beloved throughout the world, he’s

immersed in prayer, and her participation in the birth of the Church. Since then, she
continues to nurture and protect the Church as the Mother of salvation, life, and grace, As
she is the Mother of Christ, so also she is the Mother of all the faithful, who are living in
Christ as his Mystical Body of the Church. 

after his conversion. As an evangelizer, he helped spread the gospel and established
strong Christian communities among Jews and Gentiles, especially in Antioch, where
followers were first called "Christians." He was nicknamed "Son of Encouragement" for his
kindliness, compassion, and ability to inspire and encourage others. In 61 AD, he was
martyred for his faith in Cyprus by being stoned to death.

become an intercessor and receptive to people and their needs. He's best known as the
patron saint of lost items, as well as of animals, travelers, sailors, the poor, elderly, and
expectant mothers. 13 noteworthy miracles have been attributed to him, such as his
"Sermon to the Fish," in which heretics were converted. He's often depicted holding the
Baby Jesus, which was due to a vision of his deep love for humanity and the human nature
of Christ.
